CITY RESOLUTION NO. 75-10-2026 

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (MOA) BETWEEN 
THE TUGUEGARAO CITY GOVERNMENT AND CAGAYAN STATE UNIVERSITY-CARIG 
CAMPUS RELATIVE TO THE ON-THE-JOB TRAINING OF ITS BACHELOR OF SCIENCE 

IN CRIMINOLOGY STUDENTS AND GRANTING AUTHORITY TO THE CITY MAYOR, 
HON. MAILA ROSARIO S. TING-QUE, TO SIGN THE SAID MOA FOR AND 

ON BEHALF OF THE TUGUEGARAO CITY GOVERNMENT 

WHEREAS, Section 455(b)(1)(vi) of Republic Act No. 7160, otherwise known as the Local 
Government Code of 1991, mandates that the Local Chief Executive shall represent the municipality in all 
its business transactions and sign on its behalf all bonds, contracts, and obligations, and such other 
instruments upon authority of the Sangguniang Panhmgsod; 

WHEREAS, the Tuguegarao City Government remains committed to supporting the academic and 
professional development of students within the city by providing opportunities for actual office experience 
and practical application of classroom theories; 

WHEREAS, Cagayan State University-Carig Campus has formally requested the Tuguegarao City 
Government to accommodate its Bachelor of Science in Criminology students for their mandatory On-the-
Job Training (OJT) as a prerequisite for graduation; 

WHEREAS, the internship program involves thirty-two (32) students who are required to complete 
two hundred seventy (270) hours of training, specifically to be deployed at the Public Order and Security 
Office (POS0); 

WHEREAS, the City Mayor, Hon. Maila Rosario S. Ting-Que, has endorsed the proposed 
Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) to the Sangguniang Panlungsod, seeking the necessary authorization 
to formalize the partnership; 

WHEREAS, the Committee on Education, after a thorough review and deliberation, found the 
terms of the MOA to be in order, beneficial to the students, and compliant with existing city policies; 
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WHEREAS, during the 29th Regular Session held on January 27, 2026, the Tenth City Council 
deemed it necessary to approve this resolution to facilitate the skills enhancement and civic involvement of 
the city's youth; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVE, as it is hereby RESOLVED, by the Sangguniang 
Panlungsod, in session assembled, to approve the Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) between the 
Tuguegarao City Government and Cagayan State University-Carig Campus regarding the On-the-Job 
Training of its Criminology students; 

RESOLVED FURTHER, to grant authority to the City Mayor, Hon. Maila Rosario S. Ting-Que, 
to sign the said MOA for and on behalf of the Tuguegarao City Government; 

RESOLVED FINALLY, that copies of this Resolution be fiirnished to Cagayan State University-
Carig Campus and other concerned offices for their information and guidance.
