A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN 
THE TUGUEGARAO CITY GOVERNMENT AND THE DEPARTMENT OF 

EDUCATION (DepEd) RELATIVE TO THE IMPLEMENTATION OF SCHOOL 
BUILDING PROJECTS THROUGH THE USE OF BASIC EDUCATION FACILITIES 
FUND (BEFF) AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MAYOR, HON. MAILA ROSARIO 

S. TING-QUE, TO SIGN FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE TUGUEGARAO CITY 
GOVERNMENT THE SAID MOA 

WHEREAS, Section 455(b)(1)(vi) of Republic Act No. 7160, otherwise known as the Local 
Government Code of 1991, grants the Local Chief Executive the power to enter into contracts for and on 
behalf of the local govenunent unit upon prior authorization by the Sangguniang Panlungsod; 

WHEREAS, The Office of the City Mayor has requested the Tenth City Council for the grant of 
express authority to sign for and on behalf of the Tuguegarao City Government the Memorandum of 
Agreement with the Department of Education for the implementation of School Building Projects through 
the use of Basic Education Facilities Fund (BEFF); 

WHEREAS, The Department of Education (DepEd) is the primary government agency mandated 
to formulate, implement, and coordinate policies, plans, programs, and projects in the areas of formal and 
non-formal basic education; 

WHEREAS, DepEd recognizes the vital role of local govenunent units in accelerating classroom 
construction, replacement, reconstruction, rehabilitation, repair, and improvement, particularly in areas with 
urgent facility needs, and pursuant to the Local Government Code of 1991, in augmenting the delivery of 
basic services and facilities for the LGU;

12314, otherwise known as the General Appropriations Act of 2026 ("GAA 2026"), DepEd may enter into 
a Memorandum of Agreement with other government agencies, including qualified LGUs, for the 
implementation and construction of Basic Education Facilities; 

WHEREAS, The Tuguegarao City Government and DepEd desire and agree to collaborate in 
implementing school building projects to address classroom shortages in public schools within the territorial 
jurisdiction of LGU Tuguegarao; 

WHEREAS, The Tenth City Council in its 4th Special Session held on January 31, 2026 found the 
terms and conditions of the MOA to be in order, meritorious and beneficial to Tuguegarao City hence, 
recommended for its approval; 

NOW, THEREFORE, RESOLVE, as it is hereby RESOLVED, to approve the Memorandum of 
Agreement between the Tuguegarao City Government and Department of Education for the implementation 
of School Building Projects through the use of Basic Education Facilities Fund (BEFF) and authorizing the 
City Mayor, Hon. Maila Rosario S. Ting-Que, to sign for and on behalf of the Tuguegarao City Government 
the said MOA.
