ORDINANCE NO. 02- series of 2026 

AN ORDINANCE ADAPTING THE ROAD SAFETY CODE OF TUGUEGARAO CITY 
AND PROHIBITING OWNERS OF ANY MOTOR VEHICLE FROM PARKING ALONG 

CARITAN NORTE HIGHWAYS, STRETCH OF CARONAN STREET, INNER 
STREETS, ALLEYS, AND ROADS RIGHT-OF-WAY, AND IMPOSING PENALTIES 

THEREOF 

Sponsored by: Hon. Manuel B. Altar, Jr 

WHEREAS, DILG Memorandum Circular No. 2022-085 dated June 20, 2022, DILG MC No. 
2023-017 dated Jannary 25, 2023 and DILG MC No. 2024-053 dated April 16, 2024, establish a 
continuous, nationwide frarnework for Barangay Road Clearing Operations (BaRCO) as part of 
the KALINISAN and Bagong Pilipinas programs. They require barangays to remove obstructions, 
maintain clear roads, and submit monthly monitoring reports, ensuring safe and orderly streets. 

WHEREAS, the orderly flow of traffic and removal of illegally parked vehicles is necessary to 
give way quickly to emergency response vehicles to arrive on time especially during fire and 
evacuation, as well as during emergency situations like sending a resident to hospital; 

WHEREAS, there was an increase in the number of vehicles that passes through main roads and 
one of the factors that contribute to a vehicular accident is the illegally parked vehicles along the 
shoulder of the roads and streets of the barangay due to proliferation of large businesses such as 
SM City, 7/11 convenience stores and others which causes continues traffic problems; 

VVHEREAS, there is an imperative need to eradicate and/or remove the causes of traffic accidents 
along main roads and streets of the barangay. 

WHEREAS, there is a necessity to implement a traffic scheme to maintain peace and order in the 
community and streets within Barangay. 

NOW THEREFORE, be it enacted by the Sangguniang Barangay of Caritan Norte that: 

SECTION 1. TITLE 
This Ordinance shall be known as the "Caritan Norte Traffic and Parking Ordinance." 
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SECTION 2. PURPOSE 
This ordinance aims to promote road safety, ensure smooth traffic flow, and uphold the safety 
regulations as prescribed under the ROAD Safety Code of Tuguegarao City, by regulating parking 
practices within Barangay Caritan Norte. 

SECTION 3. PROHIBITION ON PARKING 
It shall be unlawful for any owner or operator of a motor vehicle to park along the following areas 
within Barangay Caritan Norte: 
a. Highways and main roads of Caritan Norte, including the stretch of Caronan, Tuliao, Banguilan 
and Deltra Streets. 
b. Inner streets, alleys, and roads' right-of-way areas within the barangay. 
c. Any area that obstructs the normal flow of traffic or poses a hazard to pedestrians and motorists. 

SECTION 4. EXCEPTIONS 
The prohibition shall not apply under the following circumstances: 
a. When making brief stops for purchases or transactions, provided the vehicle is parked carefully 
on the outermost lane of the road and not obstructing the traffic flow. 
b. When dropping off or picking up passengers or goods, provided the stop is brief and the vehicle 
is parked carefully without causing obstruction. 
c. When delivering or unloading goods in compliance with barangay or city regulations, ensuring 
minimal disruption to traffic. 
d. Emergency situations requiring immediate parking for safety or medical reasons, and provided 
finally that the parking of the vehicle does not exceed the time limit of one (1) hour. 
e. The drivers of a vehicle especially tricycle and e-bike who fetch their children during class 
dismissal. 
f. When there are celebrations such as Festivals, weddings, birthdays, burials and the like. 

SECTION 5. PARKING GUIDELINES 
a. Vehicles shall be parked parallel to the curb or on designated parking areas, where available. 
b. Vehicles who make brief stops for purchase or transactions are strictly prohibited from parking 
illegally. 

SECTION 6. PENALTIES 
Any violation of this ordinance shall be penalized as follows: 
a. First offense — A fine of Five Hundred Pesos (P500.00). 
b. Second offense — A fine of Seven Hundred Pesos (P700.00). 
c. Third offense and subsequent violations — Imposition of higher fines, not exceeding One 
Thousand Pesos (P1,000.00) and community service not exceeding one (1) month and 
endorsement to higher office. 

SECTION 7. ENFORCEMENT 
The Barangay Tanods, in coordination with the Pulis sa Barangay (PSB), and other authorized 
personnel shall enforce this ordinance and apprehend violators accordingly. 

SECTION 8. SEPARABILITY CLAUSE 
If any provision of this ordinance is declared invalid or unconstitutional, the remaining provisions 
shall remain in full force and effect. 

SECTION 9. EFFECTIVITY 
This ordinance shall take effect ten (10) days after its approval by Sangguniang Panlungsod (SP) 
and after posting in three (3) conspicuous places within Barangay Caritan Norte. 
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ENACTED this 19th  day of January, 2026 at Barangay Caritan Norte, Tuguegarao City, Cagayan.

II. CALL TO ORDER 

The Barangay Secretary announced that a quorum was present. The Public Hearing was called to 

order by Hon. Felix T. Taguiam, Jr. Punong Barangay, at 2:30 in the afternoon. A short opening 

prayer was presented through an AV Presentation. 

III. AGENDA 

Presentation of Proposed Barangay Ordinance No. 02-series of 2026 (Anti-Illegal Parking) 

Open Forum: Feedback and Concerns from Residents

IV. HIGHLIGHTS OF THE PROCEEDINGS  

1. Presentation of the Proposed Ordinance 

Hon. Manuel B. Altar, Jr., presented the proposed Ordinance No. 02 s. 2026. He highlighted that 

the purpose of the ordinance is to address the increasing congestion on the main streets of 

barangay such as Deltra, Bangulian, Tuliao, Caronan Streets and to ensure that emergency 

vehicles (ambulances, fire trucks) can pass through. 

Key points of the ordinance: 

Prohibition of parking on designated narrow streets. 

Implementation of one-side parking only on authorized roads. 

Imposition of fines and penalties. 
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2. Open Forum: Feedback and Concerns 

Resident Jay Acorda expressed support for the ordinance but raised concerns about the high 

penalty. He stated that the penalty is too expensive. 

PB Taguiam greeted the resident a good afternoon, and stated that he understands the concerns 

about the penalties for illegal parking in our barangay. 

Resident Jay Acorda, again said that he finds the penalties a bit too high, especially for just a minor 

violation. P500 for the first offense, then P750 and P1000 for the subsequent offenses. It feels 

quite steep. 

PB Taguiam said that he understands their concern, but he wants to clarify that these penalties 

are actually minimal compared to the potential inconvenience and hazards caused by illegal 

parking. The ordinance is designed to promote discipline and safety on our roads. 

Resident Acorda again said that sometimes, it's hard to find a parking space, and residents like 

him just want to park temporarily. The fines seem too harsh for that. 

Kagawad Altar then said that he understands his point, but the purpose of the penalty is to deter 

illegal parking and ensure that everyone abides by the rules. If residents follow the ordinance, 

then they won't be penalized at all. It's meant to encourage responsible parking behavior. 

PB Taguiam added that he appreciates the feedback. However, these penalties are set to balance 

enforcement and fairness. He also reminds residents that cooperation is key; if everyone observes 

the rules, penalties won't be necessary. 

Resident Acorda then said his thanks and said that he will try to be more mindful with parking. 

Kagawad Altar also thank Mr. Acorda and said he appreciate his understanding and cooperation. 

PB Taguiam also informs everyone that if they do not have enough parking space, there are 

businesses that rent out parking spaces. 

3. Amendments and Recommendations 

The other residents agreed with the opinion of one of our Zone 06 residents, Mr. Ronald Lasam, 

that despite several ordinances, if they are not implemented, they are all ineffective. So, he 

suggested that once this legislation on illegal parking is passed, barangay officials should strictly 

enforce it and that all people should refrain from complaining because this ordinance helps 

everyone. 

4. Adjournment 
The Punong Barangay informed the body that the minutes of this hearing will be reviewed, and 

the final ordinance will be voted upon in the next regular session. 

There being no other matters to be discussed, the public hearing was adjourned at 5:00pm
