CITY RESOLUTION NO. 132-10-2026 

RESOLUTION APPROVING THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (MOA) 
BETWEEN THE TUGUEGARAO CITY GO'VERNMENT AND PHILIPPINE 

SCHOOL OF HEALTHCARE PROFESSIONS, INC. RELATIVE TO THE RELATED 
LEARNING EXPERIENCE OF ITS CAREGIVING NC H STUDENTS AND 

GRANTING AUTHORITY TO THE CITY MAYOR, HON. MAILA ROSARIO 
S. TING-QUE, TO SIGN FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE TUGUEGARAO 

CITY GOVERNMENT THE SAID MOA 

WHEREAS, Section 455(b)(1)(vi) of Republic Act No. 7160, otherwise known as the Local 
Government Code of 1991, authorizes the Local Chief Executive to enter into contracts for and on behalf 
of the local govenunent unit prior authorization by the Sangguniang Panlungsod; 

WHEREAS, The Tuguegarao City Government, in support to the endeavors of students enrolled 
in educational institutions within the City, allows students to undergo actual clinical and practical training 
in its hospital facilities to enhance their academic learning through hands-on experience; 

WHEREAS, The Philippine School of Healthcare Professions, Inc. formally requested the 
Tuguegarao City Government to allow its Caregiving NC II students to undergo their Related Learning 
Experience (RLE); 

WHEREAS, To formalize and legally bind the collaboration between the parties, it is necessary to 
execute a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) governing the terms and conditions of the said Related 
Learning Experience (RLE); 

WHEREAS, The affiliation fee to be paid by the school shall be stipulated in the MOA, to be 
collected by the City Treasurer's Office, and shall accrue to the General Fund of the City Government; 
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WHEREAS, A maximum often (10) students per batch shall undergo a total of one hundred twenty 
(120) hours of Related Learning Experience (RLE), to be deployed at the Tuguegarao City People's General 
Hospital (TCPGH); 

WHEREAS, The City Mayor, Hon. Maila Rosario S. Ting-Que, endorsed the proposed MOA to 
the Tenth City Council and requested authority to sign the same for and on behalf of the Tuguegarao City 
Government; 

WHEREAS, After a deliberation during a committee meeting conducted for the purpose, the 
Committee on Education found the request to be in order and beneficial to the students concerned; 

WHEREAS, Following the approval of the corresponding committee report, the Tenth City 
Council during its 34th Regular Session held on March 03, 2026 deemed it proper and necessary to approve 
the herein resolution; 

NOW, THEREFORE, RESOLVE, as it is hereby RESOLVED, To approve the Memorandum 
of Agreement (MOA) between the Tuguegarao City Government and Philippine School of Healthcare 
Professions, Inc. relative to the Related Learning Experience (RLE) of its Caregiving NC II students and to 
grant authority to the City Mayor, Hon. Maila Rosario S. Ting-Que, to sign for and on behalf of the 
Tuguegarao City Government the said MOA. 

RESOLVED FURTHER, To furnish a copy of this Resolution to Philippine School of Healthcare 
Professions, Inc. for information and proper action.
