SUBJECT: 

"Indorsement of the City Mayor, Hon. Maila Rosario S. Ting-Que, on the draft 
Memorandum of Agreement between and among the Tuguegarao City Government, 
Tuguegarao Component City Police Station and Liga ng mga Barangay" 

ACTION TAICEN: 

The members of the joint committees met to discuss the subject matter with the presence 
of the resource persons. 

FINDINGS: 

1.) The MOA is a formalization of the "Community Service-Orientated Policing (CSOP)" 
system of the PNP and NAPOLCOM, in line with Section 2 of Republic Act No. 8551 
otherwise known as "The PNP Reform and Reorganization Act of 1998." 

2.) The duties and responsibilities of the Tuguegarao City Government focuses on the planning 
and formulation of the Peace and Order and Public Safety (POPS) Plan, and the funding 
and implementation of CSOP programs and activities. 

3.) Pursuant to DILG issuances, the Tuguegarao City Government has adopted and approved 
its POPS Plan for Calendar Years 2026-2028. 

4.) The MOA is a required working document of PNP higher authorities and is used as a basis 
for national-level evaluation and assessment. 

5.) There is a need for strengthened commitment in developing and enforcing the POPS Plan 
by the Tuguegarao City Government, PNP, and the barangays by entering into a MOA. 

6.) The committee suggested the following amendments to the draft MOA: 

a. Under letter A of "I. Program Agreements" shall be read as: 
"A. Adoption of Community and Service-Oriented Policing System (CSOP) 
- The CSOP framework bolster coordination and cooperation among the 
citizenry, local chief  executives as representative of the LGU,  and the 
integrated law enforcement and public safety agencies existing in the locality 
undertaken through program or project complementation, including sharing 
of information, funds, personnel and logistics 

b. Letter B of "I. Program Agreements" shall be read as: 
"Commitment to develop a  POPS Plan/Integrated Area/Community Public 
Safety Plan in accordance with the guidelines provided  by the DILG"; 

c. Under C no. 5 of II. Obligations of the TCCPS shall be read as: 
"Enhance capabilities of the community on quick response during 
emergencies and crisis situations thru seminars such as Basic Life Support 
Training in partnership with the City Government,  Self-Defense and arrest 
procedures and intensify Barangay Peacekeeping Operations thru Barangay 
Peacekeeping Action Team Trainings in partnership with the government." 

d. An additional obligation of the TCCPS which shall read as: 
"8. Capacity building and strengthening governance and service delivery 
through training, workshop, and mentorship of barangay officials with  
the support of the Tuguegarao City Government."  

RECOMMENDATION: 

Finding the terms and conditions of the subject MOA to be in order and beneficial to the 
constituents of Tuguegarao City, the committee recommends for its approval, as amended. The 
committee further recommends that the City Mayor, Hon. Maila Rosario S. Ting-Que, be granted 
authority to sign for and on behalf of the Tuguegarao City Government the said MOA.

RESOLUTION APPROVING THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN 
THE TUGUEGARAO CITY GOVERNMENT, TUGUEGARAO COMPONENT CITY 
POLICE STATION, AND THE LIGA NG MGA BARANGAY, AND AUTHORIZING 

THE CITY MAYOR, HON. MAILA ROSARIO S. TING-QUE, TO SIGN FOR AND ON 
BEHALF OF THE TUGUEGARAO CITY GOVERNMENT THE SAID MOA 

WHEREAS, the National Police Commission (NAPOLCOM), in line with Section 2 of Republic 
Act No.8551, otherwise known as "The PNP Reform and Reorganization Act of 1998," is 
instituting Community and Service-Oriented Policing as the foundation and backbone of 
community-oriented policing and crime prevention in the country; 

WHEREAS, the Department of the Interior and Local Government (DILG) is pushing for the 
strengthening of the Peace and Order Councils (POCs) of LGUs through the adoption of Peace 
and Order and Public Safety (POPS) Planning, a methodical process that will develop a plan 
responsive to the local criminality and other security and public safety issues and supportive of the 
LGU's Comprehensive Development Plan; 

WHEREAS, pursuant to DILG issuances, the Tuguegarao City Government has adopted and 
approved its POPS Plan for Calendar Years 2026-2028; 

WHEREAS, a proposed Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) to be entered into by the 
Tuguegarao City Government, Tuguegarao Component City Police Station, and Liga ng mga 
Barangay provides the duties and responsibilities of the Tuguegarao City Government, focusing 
on the planning and formulation of the Peace and Order and Public Safety (POPS) Plan, and the 
funding and implementation of CSOP programs and activities; 

WHEREAS, there is a need for strengthened commitment in developing and enforcing the POPS 
Plan by the Tuguegarao City Government, PNP, and the barangays through the execution of the 
said MOA; 

WHEREAS, at the committee level, the Committee on Public Safety and Order, and Disaster 
Preparedness and the Committee on Barangay Affairs of the Tenth City Council recommended the 
following amendments to the subject MOA: 

a. Rephrasing of letter A of "I. Program Agreements" to reflect "local chief executives 
as the representative of the LGU." 

b. Rephrasing of letter B of "I. Program Agreements" to state as "Commitment to develop 
a POPS Plan/Integrated Area/Community Public Safety Plan ..." 

c. The basic life support training C no. 5 of II. Obligations of the TCCPS shall indicate 
that it is in partnership with the city government. 

d. Inclusion of an additional obligation on the part of the TCCPS on capacity building 
and strengthening governance and service delivery through training, workshop, and 
mentorship of barangay officials with the support of the Tuguegarao City Government; 

WHEREAS, after a thorough discussion, the Tenth City Council found the terms and conditions 
of the subject MOA to be in order and beneficial to the public safety and general welfare of the 
people of Tuguegarao City. 

NOW, THEREFORE, RESOLVE, as it is hereby RESOLVED, to approve the Memorandum 
of Agreement betvveen the Tuguegarao City Government, Tuguegarao Component Police Station, 
and the Liga ng Mga Barangay of Tuguegarao City, relative to the Community Service-Oriented 
Policing (CSOP) framework, and to grant authority to the City Mayor, Hon. Maila Rosario S. Ting-
Que, to sign for and on behalf of the Tuguegarao City Government the said MOA. 

RESOLVED FURTHER, that copies of this Resolution be forwarded to the Tuguegarao City 
Mayor's Office, Tuguegarao Component City Police Station, and the Office of the President of the 
Liga ng Mga Barangay of Tuguegarao City for their information and appropriate action. 



MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT 

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS: 

This Memorandum of Agreement made and entered into by and between: 

The TUGUEGARAO CITY GOVERNMENT, with office address at City Hall, Enrile 
Boulevard, Carig Sur, Tuguegarao City represented by its City Mayor, MAMA ROSARIO S. 
TING-QUE. 

-and- 

The TUGUEGARAO COMPONENT CITY POLICE STATION, with office address at 
Bypass Road, Carig Sur, Tuguegarao City represented by its Chief of Police, PLTCOL DARWIN 
JOHN B URANI, and herein referred to as TUGUEGARAO COMPONENT CITY POLICE 
STATION; 

-and- 

The LIGA NG BARANGAY, with office address at Tuguegarao City Hall, Bypass Road, 
Tuguegarao City represented by LNB President, RESTITUTO C. RAMIREZ and herein referred 
to as Community; 

WITNESSETH: 

WHEREAS, the Tuguegarao City Government has been focused on systems improvement 
through different programs including Implementation of BIDA Program, Mobilization of Force 
multipliers, Oplan Bakal, Sita, Visa and Provision of livelihood assistance. 

WHEREAS, the NAPOLCOM, in line with Section 2 of Republic Act No. 8551, othervvise known 
as "The PNP Reform and Reorganization Act of 1998," is instituting Community and Service-
Oriented Policing as the foundation and backbone of community-oriented policing and crime 
prevention in the country; 

WHEREAS, the NAPOLCOM exercises supervision and control over Tuguegarao Component 
City Police Station, in coordination with other enforcement agencies to appropriately address the 
problems of criminality and internal security; 

WHEREAS, the Department of the Interior and Local Government (DILG) is pushing for the 
strengthening of the Peace and Order Council (POCs) of LGUs (in Memorandum Circular) through 
the adoption of Peace and Order and Public Safety (POPS) Planning, a methodical process that 
will develop a plan responsive to the local criminality and other security and public safety issues 
and supportive of the LGU's Comprehensive Development Plan; 

WHEREAS, Section 64 of Republic Act No. 8551 also provides that the Governors and Mayors, 
upon having been elected and having qualified as much are automatically "deputized as 
representative of the NAPOLCOM in their respective jurisdiction,"; 

WHEREFORE, recognizing the efforts of the signatories towards improving peace and order and 
public safety, as well as other activities that would contribute to improved access to justice, 
undertakings to effectively strengthen the peace and order and public safety and justice delivery 
mechanisms in Tuguegarao City; 

I. PROGRAM AGREEMENTS 

A. Adoption of Community and Set-vice-Oriented Policing System (CSOP) - The CSOP 
framework bolster coordination and cooperation among the citizenry, local chief executives as 
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representatives of the LGU, and the integrated law enforcement and public safety agencies existing 
in the locality undertaken through program or project complementation, including sharing of 
information, funds, personnel and logistics; 

B. Commitment to develop a POPS Plan/Integrated Area/Community Public Safety Plan in 
accordance with the guidelines that will be provided by the DILG; 

C. Implementation of joint, programs, projects, services and activities within the CSOP framework 
as outlined in the POPS Plan; and 

D. Adoption and Implementation of other programs, which can contribute to the enhancement of 
access to justice and delivery of justice services. 

II. OBLIGATIONS 

In order to carry out this agreement, the parties further commit to the following obligations; 

A. ALL PARTIES 

1. Establish a triumvirate (LGU-NAPOLCOM/PNP-Community) and necessary 
mechanisms for the implementation of programs, projects, services and activities as laid 
out in the POPS, with NAPOLCOM providing the guidelines on CSOP at the following 
levels of governance: 

a. Regional level 
b. Provincial level 
c. City/Municipal level 
d. Barangay level 

2. Ensure active participation of designated members in the POC, POPSP Technical 
Working Group (TWG), POC Committees and other related mechanisms in carrying out 
agreed upon programs, projects, services and activities. 

3. Ensure active participation in the sessions related to the implementation of CSOP and 
development of POPS Plan (planning meetings). 

4. Designate focal person from each of the signatory party who will track the progress of the 
individual agencies and ensure adherence to the Memorandum of Agreement (MOA). 

5. Designate necessary personnel and mobilize other resources (funds, logistical support, 
etc.) to ensure successful implementation of the Program of Agreement. 

6. Implement information, education and communication activities for the effective 
implementation of POPS Plan and other related initiatives. 

B. TUGUEGARAO CITY GOVERNMENT 

1. Convene the POC on a regular basis to review, update and approve the craft POPS Plan 
produced by the POPSP TWG and monitor its implementation. 

2. Convene the POPSP TWG for the data-gathering analysis, drafting and updating of the 
POPS Plan with a designated chair/coordinator organic to the City Government of 
Tuguegarao. 

3. Mandate the full cooperation of all partner agencies/organizations in related meetings, 
trainings, implementation and monitoring. 
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4. Aside from the mandated members, invite the NAPOLCOM and National Commission on 
Indigenous Peoples as members/observers in the POC. 

5. Monitor and evaluate the development of POPS Plans. 

6. As prescribed by law, fund and implement the (CSOP) programs, projects, services and 
activities that will be included in the POPS Plan. 

C. TUGUEGARAO COMPONENT CITY POLICE STATION 

1. Facilitate data-gathering and planning process in selected barangays in line with POPS 
Plan. 

2. In collaboration with other stakeholders, implement the CSOP programs, project, services 
and activities outlined in the POPS Plan. 

3. Monitor the progress of implementing CSOP programs, projects, services and activities. 

4. Generate partnership with NGOs and communities by developing strong relationship with 
the community thru regular barangay visitations and intensified social awareness on 
crime prevention, anti-communist/insurgency, anti-terrorism, community development 
and social welfare assistance programs. 

5. Enhance capabilities of the community on quick response during emergencies and crisis 
situations thru seminars such as Basic Life Support Training in partnership with the City 
Government, Self-Defense and arrest procedures and intensify Barangay Peacekeeping 
Operations thru Barangay Peacekeeping Action Team Trainings. 

6. Monitor and evaluate the development, adaption and implementation of CSOP strategies. 

7. Provide capacity development to partner agencies/organizations, including CSOs. 

8. Provide capacity building and strengthening governance and service delivery through 
training, workshop, and mentorship of barangay officials with the support of the 
Tuguegarao City Government 

D. COMMUNITY REPRESENTED BY LNB 

1. Provide data, information and inputs to the police and local executive on problems, issues 
and concerns in their locality. 

2. Mobilize and organize volunteers as force multipliers who can assist in the following 
activities: 

a. Intelligence Information-gathering 
b. Incident of Crime Reporting 
c. Neighborhood Watch or Ronda System 
d. Medical and Traffic Assistance 

3. Assist in the implementation of CSOP programs, projects, services and activities. 

III. COORDINATION MECHANISMS

with each other on the implementation details related to this Agreement.

2. Responsibilities 

a. Provide a copy of an updated Comprehensive Development Plan in the POPS 
planning process and review its references document. 

b. Fully participate in the introductory conference and the training of TWG on POPS 
(Planning Phase I). 

c. Provide feedback for the improvement of the Public Order and Public Safety 
Planning Modules. 

d. Conduct data gathering and stakeholder consultations, as needed, after the 
conference and the training of TWGs on POPS Planning (Phase I) and initially 
analyzed data gathered. 

e. Coordinate with the communities/barangay for data-gathering and action planning 
for implementation of CSOP activities in line with the POPS Plan. 

f. Consolidate action plans from barangays. 

g. Participate in the planning workshop (Phase II) supported by data and other 
information gathered after Phase I. 

h. Participate as needed in the write shop (Phase III) to finalize for proper 
presentation of the POPS Plan. 

In coordination with the Mayor, convene the POC and present the plan for 
discussion and approval and appropriate action. 

j. Deliver the submission and adoption of the POPS Plan. 

k. Ensure inclusion of CSOP strategies, or programs, projects, services, and 
activities in line with the CSOP framework, in the POPS Plan and process. 
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1. Monitor the implementation of CSOP programs, projects, services and activities 
as laid out in the POPS Plan. 

IV. TERIVIINATION 

In case of natural circumstance or any other exigencies that may render the full 
implementation of this MOA impracticable, this covenant may be pre-terminated, cancelled or 
modified, and activities undertaken by virtue hereof adjusted accordingly, as soon as required or 
practicable and whatever possible, upon written notice to the other party by invoking this provision 
at least seven (7) calendar days prior effecting such changes. 

V. EFFECTIVITY 

This Memorandum of Agreement shall take effect for a period of 3 years upon signing.
