SUBJECT: 

"Draft Resolution Urging the Chief of Police of the Tuguegarao City Component Police 
Station, PLTCoL Darwin T. Urani, to Strictly Implement Section 143 of City Ordinance No. 



058-2017, Otherwise Known as "City Ordinance Enacting the Comprehensive Environmental 
Management Code of Tuguegarao City" 

ACTION TAKEN: 

The members of the joint committees met to discuss the subject matter with the presence 
of the resource persons. 

FINDINGS: 

1.) One of the policies of Tuguegarao City is to regulate and adopt adequate measures to 
protect the people from the occurrence of noise pollution within the city under its police 
power and in the spirit of promoting the general welfare of its people; 

2.) The Tuguegarao City Government enacted City Ordinance No. 058-2017, otherwise 
known as the Comprehensive Environmental Management Code of Tuguegarao City; 

3.) Section 143, Chapter IV of the Comprehensive Environmental Management Code 
provides: 

Section 143. Modified Muffler. The intensity of loudness level emanating from 
all motor vehicle: operating within Tuguegarao City is hereby regulated to a 
maximum of Ninety (90) decibels. 

The Tuguegarao City Police, the Personnel of the Public Order and Safety Office, 
the TCENRO, and/or the barangay officials and barangay tanods shall confiscate 
the modified muffler and shall be forfeited in favor of the government. It shall be 
disposed in the manner as may be provided by the law or ordinance. 

Any motor vehicle found. to be creating an intensity of loudness of Over ninety 
(90 Db) decibels shall be penalized as follows: 
• First Offense: Fine of Two Thousand. (P2,000.00) and confiscation of modified 
muffler 
• Second Offense: Fine of Three Thousand Pesos (P3,000.00), confiscation of 
modified muffler and Four (4) hours community service 
• Third Offense: Fine of Five Thousand Pesos (P5,000.00), confiscation of 
modified muffler and Eight (8) hours community service. (emphasis supplied) 

4.) However, lead committee chairman, Hon. Dayag, stated that upon referring this subject 
matter to Mr. Ven Tuddao of the Land Transportation Office Region 02, a different 
standard is being implemented by the said agency relative to Sound Level Meter (Exhaust 
Outlet) which must not exceed 99 decibels (dB) taken at an engine speed of 2,000 to 
2,500ipm. 

5.) The Committee and the resource persons noted that there might arise confusion and 
potential concerns during the enforcement of the modified muffler provision under Section 
143 of City Ordinance No. 058-2017 and the sound level meter standard of the LTO. 

RECOMMENDATION: 

After a thorough deliberation on the proposed "Draft Resolution urging the Chief of Police 
qf the Tuguegarao City Component Police Station, PLTCoL Darwin T. (Irani, to strictly implement 
Section 143 of City Ordinance No. 058-2017, otherwise known as the "Comprehensive 
Environmental Management Code of Tuguegarao City," the joint committees resolved not to 
endorse the approval of the said resolution. 

Instead, the joint committees recommend the formulation of an ordinance amending 
Section 143 of City Ordinance No. 058-2017 to ensure its alignment with national policies and 
regulations implemented by the Land Transportation Office (LTO), thereby avoiding confusion 
and potential issues during enforcement.
