DRAFT MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT 
FOR THE CO-HOSTING OF THE REGIONAL PRISAA EVENT 

MARCH 4-7, 2026 

This MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (MOA) is entered into this _ day of 2026, 
in the City of Tuguegarao, Philippines, by and between: 

THE CITY GOVERNMENT OF TUGUEGARAO, represented by its City Mayor, HON. 
MAILA ROSARIO TING QUE, with office address at Tuguegarao City Hall, Tuguegarao 
City, Cagayan, hereinafter referred to as the "CITY"; 

— and — 

THE REGIONAL PRISAA MEET 2026 HOST COMMITTEE, represented by its 
Chairman, CHRISTIAN R. GUZMAN, Ph.D., President of the Medical Colleges of 
Northern Philippines (MCNP) and the International School of Asia and the Pacific (ISAP), 
with office address at Alimannao Hills, Penablanca, Cagayan, hereinafter referred to as 
the "HOST COMMITTEE." 

The CITY and the HOST COMMITTEE shall hereinafter be collectively referred to as the 
"PARTIES." 

WHEREAS, the Regional Private Schools Athletic Association (PRISAA) shall conduct its 
Regional Meet on March 4-7, 2026, to be hosted by Medical Colleges of Northern 
Philippines, Inc., International School of Asia and the Pacific, Inc., Saint Joseph College 
of Baggao, Inc., and Florencio L. Vargas College, Inc.; 

WHEREAS, the successful conduct of the Regional PRISAA Meet requires strong 
collaboration among academic institutions, the Local Government Unit, and concerned 
government agencies to ensure safety, efficiency, and excellence in event delivery; 

WHEREAS, the City Government of Tuguegarao is committed to supporting initiatives 
that promote sports development, youth engagement, and regional cooperation; 

WHEREAS, the HOST COMMIME seeks the partnership and support of the CITY in 
the co-hosting of the said regional sporting event; 

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing premises, the PARTIES 
hereby agree as follows: 

ARTICLE I. OBJECTIVE 

This Agreement aims to formalize the partnership betvveen the CITY and the HOST 
COMMTTTEE for the co-hosting of the Regional PRISAA Event on March 4-7, 2026, and 
to define the roles, responsibilities, and commitments of each Party. 

ARTICLE IL OBLIGATIONS OF THE CITY 

The CITY, through its concerned offices and instrumentalities, agrees to provide the 
following support, subject to existing laws, rules, and availability of resources: 

1. Co-Hosting Support 
Act as co-host of the Regional PRISAA Event and extend institutional, 
operational, and logistical assistance for its successful implementation. 



2. Funding and Logistical Assistance 
• Provide funding support for operational and logistical requirements of 

the event, particularly for: 
▪ Sports equipment; 
• Transportation assistance for the coaching team, event committees, and 

secretariat; 
• Food and snacks for personnel from the Tuguegarao City Philippine 

National Police (PNP), Bureau of Fire Protection (BFP), and City Disaster 
Risk Reduction and Management Council (CDRRMC). 

3. Provision of Event Shirts 
• Provide T-shitts for deployed personnel from the Tuguegarao City PNP, 

BFP, CDRRMC and PRISAA Executive Committee. 

4. Billeting Facilities 
• Allow the use of the following public school facilities as billeting sites, 

subject to coordination with the Department of Education and school 
administrators: 

• Tuguegarao North Central School 
• Tuguegarao West Central School 
• Tuguegarao East Central School 
▪ Tuguegarao City Science High School 

5. Provision of Beds for Delegates 
• Provide or facilitate the provision of beds, sleeping cots, or equivalent 

sleeping accommodations for delegates housed in the designated 
billeting sites, subject to availability and in accordance with applicable 
government procurement and inventory rules. 

6. Sports Facilities 
• Grant access to and use of city-owned sports facilities, including but 

not limited to the People's Gymnasium, for the selected sports events. 

7. Security Services 
▪ Provide security assistance through the Tuguegarao City Philippine 

National Police (PNP) during the duration of the event. 

8. Emergency, Medical, and Fire Safety Services 
• Provide emergency medical and fire safety assistance through the City 

Bureau of Fire Protection (BFP); 
• Provide first aid, ambulance, and medical services through the City 

Disaster Risk Reduction and Management Committee (CDRRMC). 

9. Mobilization of the General Services Office (GSO) 
• Mobilize the Tuguegarao City General Services Office (GSO) to ensure 

the readiness, cleanliness, and functionality of all designated billeting 
sites prior to and throughout the duration of the.event; 

• Facilitate the regular collection and proper disposal of garbage in all 
billeting sites to maintain sanitation and public health standards; 

• Support and ensure the continuous and adequate water supply in all 
billeting facilities used by event delegates. 



10. Barangay Coordination for Safety and Security 
• Coordinate with concerned Barangay Officials to provide safety, 

security, and community support to all delegates housed in the billeting 
sites; 

• Ensure barangay-level assistance in maintaining peace and order in and 
around the billeting sites and all sports venues within the territorial 
jurisdiction of the City of Tuguegarao. 

ARTICLE III. OBLIGATIONS OF THE HOST COMMITTEE 

The  HOST COMMITTEE  agrees to: 

1. Serve as the overall organizer and coordinator of the Regional PRISAA 
Event; 

2. Ensure proper planning, scheduling, and implementation of all sports-
related and official activities; 

3. Coordinate closely with the  CITY  and its concerned offices to ensure the 
smooth delivery of agreed services; 

4. Ensure the proper use, care, and timely turnover of all facilities, beds, and 
equipment provided by the  CITY; 

5. Comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, safety standards, and protocols 
during the conduct of the event. 

ARTICLE IV. DURATION 

This Agreement shall take effect upon signing by both PARTIES and shall remain valid 
until the completion of the Regional PRISAA Event and the settlement of all obligations 
arising therefrom, unless earlier terminated by mutual written agreement. 

ARTICLE V. AMENDMENTS 

Any amendment or modification to this Agreement shall be made in writing and duly 
signed by authorized representatives of both PARTIES. 

ARTICLE VI. SEPARABILITY CLAUSE 

If any provision of this Agreement is declared invalid or unenforceable, the remaining 
provisions shall continue to be in full force and effect. 

ARTICLE VII. GOVERNING LAW.  

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the 
Republic of the Philippines.
